 Collecting debris into wheel barrows.  

 Transporting full wheel barrows to the tipping site to be emptied. 

 Checking the sludge reservoir and disposing in landfill. 

 Checking the power wash motor function, pipework, spray gun and switch mechanism on a daily basis. 

 Checking the water level in the reservoir. 

 In case of any faults or low water level, informing the Site Supervisor.
